Sergeant Holliday rang the Clerk to apologise that no one would be able to make the meeting due to holidays and commitments but she advised that PCSO Laura Walton would respond to Councillors’ concerns about the ‘Quiet Zone’

A letter has been received from the Safer Neighbourhood Team which was copied for all Councillors and advises that the signs do not suggest that individuals must not go in the area. They state quite clearly however the type of behaviour that is not acceptable whilst stood in the area. Upon the signs being put up a letter was delivered to the surrounding residents and information flyers were given to local youths. Copies of both were also given to each Councillor.

Three planning consultation documents have been published which are:

-The Selby District Core Strategy


-The Site Allocation Development Plan Document


-The Affordable Housing Supplementary Planning Document

These documents will form part of the Local Development Framework and will be used to make planning decisions.
Councillor John McCartney attended the meeting to inform Councillors of their implications in this area.

The Selby District has been allocated approx 4,000 properties with approx 1500 of them in designated service villages i.e., Eggborough, Whitley and Kellington, over the next 15 years. The Council looked at land put forward by developers and split them into Industrial, Traveller and Houses.
Councillor McCartney is holding a drop-in session in Kellington on 7th February where all documents will be on view so residents can see what is proposed. Councillors agreed to a similar drop-in session being held in Eggborough on 14th February with the Parish Council paying for the hire of the chapel. Leaflets will be delivered so that all residents can attend and get an increased understanding of what is going on and then have a say in what is wanted as well as what is not wanted.
A resident and previous Parish Councillor, Mrs Oldfield, commented that the response to the core strategy was due by the 21st February and she had looked at the document and seen some inaccuracies. Mrs Oldfield offered to respond to the Core Strategy on behalf of the Parish Council as she had been a Parish Councillor when the previous Local Plan was being drawn up.

The documents are available to look at on-line but paper copies will cost £20 each. It was suggested that it would be cheaper to request they be printed by the Osgoldcross Forum.

Resolved

To budget £100 to pay for the hire of the Methodist Chapel for the drop-in session on Monday 14th February and to pay for the printing of the three documents by the Osgoldcross Forum.
Councillor Ian Sewell will meet with Mrs. Oldfield to discuss and respond to the Core Strategy document. Their comments will be circulated to all Councillors for approval and then sent to Selby District Council by 21st February latest.

Following the last meeting a letter was received from a member of the local Youth Club suggesting an alternative site for the skate park on the Westfield play area.  A meeting to discuss the proposed site was held onsite on 29th January and was attended by members of the Youth Group and Councillors Newell, Howell and Wendy and Michael Senior to see if it was suitable. Councillors reported that they were happy with the proposed site but concern was raised about possible noise.

Members of the Youth Group attended the meeting and read a letter from a resident supporting the suggestion.

Although a verbal request had been made at the meeting for the Parish Council to be the Custodian Trustee of the Village Hall lease, no written request had been received by the Parish Council prior to this meeting
