Quotations have now been received from three companies to install a small skate area and goal ends, their values are as follows:
Lightmain 

           - £24,000.00 + Vat

Pentagon Sport Ltd  
- £25,990.00 + Vat

Monster Play 

- £22,209.00 + Vat
The equipment comprises of 2 x goal ends with basket ball nets and some small skate boarding equipment.

Following discussions the decision was made to choose Lightmain as the preferred supplier of all the equipment with the goal ends going on the Village Hall playing field and the skateboard equipment going on the Westfield playing field.
A member of the youth club visited all residents surrounding the Westfield playing field to ask their opinion of the skateboard equipment and only a minority had reservations. Councillor M Senior will visit these residents to discuss the equipment that is to be purchased and show where it is to be sited on the playing field.

The quotes received need to be submitted to Selby District Council who, if approved, will organise the release of the funds

In order to pay the Vat the Clerk will need to transfer some money from the Business Reserve Account to the Current Account

The Clerk has been advised that unfortunately the youth club have been unsuccessful in obtaining adequate permission from planning owing to conditions attached to the approval they received.  The process became un-realistic and too complicated and after discussing with the Village Hall Committee, they also recognised the needs of the community/young people had changed and therefore the project was no longer feasible.

Also, during the time it has taken to deal with the planning, the original budget has increased because of several reasons including, planning condition fees, VAT increases etc... so in effect, they would not have enough money to finish the project. The money has or is being sent back to NYCC.  
Councillors questioned if the youth club could be replaced like for like so that planning permission was not required. Also, could they change evenings so that the Village Hall could be used? The Clerk will contact Alex Tunningley to put the questions to her.
