A Joint Training Conference is to be held in Scarborough on 28th-30 September for Parish 
and Town Councillors and Clerks.

To discuss the resiting or renewal of the junior swings on the Westfield play area

Following the meeting with Groundwork on the Westfield play area, Peter Murphy has 
advised that there are issues related to the resiting of the junior swings.


If they are moved there is no guarantee that they will comply with the latest Health and 
Safety regulations. If they stay where they are there is no problem.

There are also practical difficulties in lifting old equipment because of concrete footings.

As it is not part of the contract, the resiting of the equipment will be costly therefore he has 
recommended buying and installing new swings which can be purchased for £3199 + Vat. 
However, because no new safety surfacing will now be required for the old swings there will 
be a saving on the original budget of £1545 + Vat making a final cost of £1654 + Vat. 

As the total contribution from the Parish Council for the new equipment was £20,000 there is 
still £3000 left from the commuted sum that can be spent.

The Clerk has written to NYCC to request information regarding the possible siting of a 
Christmas tree on Hut green roundabout. They are considering the request but if the project 
is achievable there are a number of issues that need to be resolved before approval can be 
granted, these include:
· Design and construction details

· Method statement for erection of the tree and construction of the stand

· A risk assessment for construction of the tree and construction of the stand

· Details of the energy to be supplied


The Clerk has also contacted the insurance company but they won’t insure trees or plants.

The Chairman of Kellington PC has advised that they purchase their tree at a cost of approx 
£70 from Beal Nurseries

Regarding the lights, power can possibly be obtained through the street lights.

Councillors considered the issues and a suggestion of putting the tree on the land next to 
Headland Electrics was put forward.

It has been requested that the Parish Council obtain further funding of £500 from CIP.



PC Tony Morton is the Officer working with the local shops and he has visited the Clerk to 
discuss the issue.

The Clerk has not yet spoken to the Spar owner to get further information.

Councillors were concerned about what would happen to any agreement if the shop shut or 
was sold and what would happen to the equipment. Will there be any formal, written 
agreements.

To discuss current highway matter

At the last meeting the Clerk was given a letter from a resident unhappy about the amount of 
traffic parking on pavements at Hut Green and blocking access for people.

This was discussed by all Councillors but it was felt that any traffic calming measures should 
be left until the new development is complete. A condition of the development is that there 
are proposals to prevent vehicular parking on the footway. All vehicles come and go quite 
quickly because of the shops and if no lorries used the route cars would.

A letter was received from Paul Shepherd re: dropped kerbs on Westfields. He advises that 
the provision of footway vehicular crossings is for the owner of the property to provide on 
approval of their application to the Highway Authority. If the application is approved then 
the property owner must engage a contractor from the approved list and, if it is a classified 
road, planning consent will be required.

Slurry sealing will take place on the Westfield estate in the next financial year and residents 
will be offered the chance to pay for a vehicular crossover at a reduced rate.

To write to NYCC to ask about temporary traffic calming measures that can be put in place 
at Hut Green until the development is complete.

To discuss resident’s concerns regarding the yard at the back of Pawletts

The Clerk received an email from the Environmental Health Department at Selby District 
Council who advised that it is not something they would deal with in the Cleansing 
Department as it is on private land. The Environmental Health Dept would investigate if it 
was a health risk, i.e. rats. The Planning Dept would need to be contacted if they were 
breaching any planning regulations.

If there was a danger the tyres could fall on someone the Health and Safety Officer would 
investigate. If it is a fire risk the Fire Service would have to be contacted.

They have not received a letter from any residents on the matter.


An email was also received from Laura Walton who advised that she hasn’t been contacted 
directly by any residents; she has only been sent a copy of a document highlighting 
residents’ concerns. She advised that the youths don’t congregate in the yard itself but in a 
small portacabin style building. John McCartney has contacted Kat 
Bradshaw at the 
Community Safety Partnership in an attempt to get his and a couple of other similar 
types of buildings knocked down

A resident has contacted Hartley Property Management who own the building but with no 
effect.

Resolved

To write to Hartley Property Management to ask that the area be cleaned up as it is a 
danger to health and safety.

To discuss traffic calming problems in the village


A meeting was held on the 2nd July with NYCC on Kellington Lane to discuss the 
ineffectiveness of the traffic calming. Mr Shepherd informed those present that the chicanes 
would not be taken out but he suggested speed cushions be installed on the narrowest 
part 
of the chicane, this would cost approx £10,000. He advised that it would be necessary for 
the Parish Council to ballot all residents to see if this is what they wanted.

Councillor Newell felt that if Kellington Lane did get speed cushions that the residents on 
Selby Road would also want them installing.


Osgoldcross Forum have access to traffic calming grants and it was felt that if speed 
cushions were the way forward the Forum may be able to get funding on behalf of the 
Parish Council.


Regarding extra signage of Kellington Lane, Mr Shepherd advised Councillors present at the 
meeting that Kellington Lane had enough already and therefore would not supply any more.


The Clerk has written to NYCC to request a quote for a flashing warning sign for the village. 

The cost to supply and install a sign and provide an energy supply is in the order of £8000. 
However, the NYCC policy of Vehicular Activated signs being provided is that they will only 
be activated where all other forms of traffic calming and traffic management have been 
utilised and have not achieved the appropriate reduction in person injury casualties and 
vehicle speeds have not been reduced to the mean speed threshold for the speed limit.

To discuss street lighting in the village


Councillors were concerned that the street lighting installed near the new industrial 
development was still unlit. NYCC have already said that they would not adopt it as it was 
not up to street lighting standard.

It has now emerged that in the requests at the planning stage footway lighting was asked for 
and this is what was installed and they are therefore the responsibility of the Parish Council.

To adopt the new street lighting and request that the developer get them connected.

The Clerk has received an email from Bryan Crossdale asking if the Parish Council has any 
objections to the 4Youth Service using youths from Whitley and Eggborough to paint the 
underpass using an artist to supervise.


They have the money for the artist and Osgoldcross Forum has the money from Whitley 
and Eggborough Parish Council for the paint. They want to do the work on 7th August
