The Christmas Tree was installed again, this time opposite the Village Post Office and we had carol singing round the tree with the Methodist Chapel putting on refreshments.  It was a great time and it was fantastic to see so many Villagers turn out to sing the Carols round the tree and enjoy a very social event.  We will be doing this again this year.

The newsletter is now issued four times a year and again like the Website we could do with more items to put in it,  I would like to thank all the councillors and our Clerk Carole for their help in delivering the newsletter round the Village.

The Christmas parcels were given out again, and again we gave out a record number, 48 parcels were given out, we have received several thank you’s for them, it is a very enjoyable task to do and again my thanks to all the councillors and out Clerk Carole for distributing them.
