North Yorkshire Highways have approved the siting of a seat on a track off High Eggborough Lane. Councillor Sewell will visit the area and recommend where it is to be sited so an order can be placed with Selby District Council.

A response has been received following concerns raised at the meeting between NYCC, Councillors and residents:

NO OVERNIGHT PARKING
Budgetary constraints have meant priority is given to provide signage where safety improvement is required due to a history of actual incidents.  Therefore funding is not available for the chipping staithe as existing signage is already in place that covers the required legislation and there are no histories of incidents (just perceived). A quote will be sent to the Parish Council to advise of costs for ‘No Overnight Parking’ signs so they can be purchased if required.


WEIGHT RESTRICTION SIGNS
The Traffic Regulation Order for the weight restriction on the C410 extends on Selby Road from the Hut Green roundabout south to the level crossing and does not include the road north of the roundabout to the A19 junction. That is the reason why no signage is displayed and unfortunately due to the industrial estate and the shop there would be no purpose in the expense of any order as it would not stop movement of HGV'S as they would still have permitted access to shops / industrial estate.  When the Eggborough by-pass was completed in 1986 a Statutory Instrument (Weight Restriction) would not have been put in place as the A19 was not trunked.

WHITE LINING STUART GROVE/RYECROFT
The refurbishment of the white lining at the entrances to Stuart Grove and Ryecroft Gardens has been added to order and the work will be completed within the next month.
