· They are tackling the speeding issues but the main culprits are local residents
· Speeding outside schools is a problem but they are getting the children involved by having them outside the schools aswell and letting them speak to offending drivers.
· He has written to HGV companies about parking on the chipping staithe.
· There is an operation underway to tackle metal theft
Councillor John McCartney advised that following a recent meeting, NYCC are to install white lines at the top of Ryecroft Gardens and Stuart Grove to deter vehicles from parking too close to the corners.

To discuss local police issues 
The Clerk invited a Police Officer to attend the meeting to discuss the ongoing parking issues at Hut Green.

A response was received from PC Morton advising that Officers often patrol up and down on foot as well as mobile and advised that the situation with parking near the Spa has greatly improved since the bollards were introduced and any offending vehicles are swiftly dealt with. 
It was suggested that  the Parish Council either write or visit the butchers/sandwich shop and speak with them to bring it to their attention and see if they can assist by placing notices on their shop window / door or counter as it appears to be an issue when police are not there to monitor.  PC Morton queried who was complaining as they have not had any made complaints at the police station.
As regards the police car parked on the kerb, he is not aware of this and feels it may be a patrol from another police force passing through the area which regularly happens. Or it may be an officer responding to an urgent call
He will send out another message to all officers who cover this area to be made aware and he will make a note of the invitation to the meeting on 1st September.

It was resolved that a banking relationship will be maintained with National Westminster Bank (the Bank) in accordance with this mandate and that:

· Any Authorised Signatory may give other instructions or requests for information to the Bank in relation to the Accounts; opening accounts with the same Signing Rules and Authorised Signatories; closing accounts; or other banking services or products
· The Bank may accept instructions that do not have an original written signature provided the Bank is satisfied that the instruction is genuine and subject to any other agreement the Bank may require for those instructions.
· The Customer will provide to the Bank a copy of its constitution and any amendment to the constitution, certified as correct by the Secretary

· This Mandate will continue until the Organisation gives the Bank a replacement mandate or the Organisation passes a resolution changing the Signing Rules and/or adding or removing an Authorised Signatory by completing and returning the Change of Signing Authority from in which case this Mandate will continue as amended

Councillors Wendy and Michael Senior visited all the residents they could on The Tabards and Kellington Lane who were concerned about the installation of the skate board equipment and once they were shown what equipment was being installed they were happy for the work to go ahead.
