This has become a health hazard, and whoever is leaving this, please do start and pick up after you, there are bins around the village to help keep the village clean and risk free for everyone.
Please be thoughtful and walk your dogs on other areas away from the playing fields.   The police have been notified and both the Police and the Dog Warden are monitoring the situation. Dog owners can be fined up to £1,000 if they are seen flouting the law and are reported for not cleaning up after their pets.
