 How do you like our new Puffin Crossing?





This has come about due to one of our Parish Councillors Ron Howell putting in a request to NYCCl, who then put together a list and from this we have our Puffin Crossing, to make the road safer for Villagers to cross





For those of you who are wondering what the difference is between a Puffin Crossing and a Pelican crossing then here is the answer.





A Puffin Crossing has the lights controlling the pedestrians on the near side of the road, rather than on the opposite side.


This means that having the lights closer to the user would assist visually impaired people who could have difficulty viewing the signal from across the carriageway





A Pelican Crossing has the lights on the opposite side of the road to the pedestrian
